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Residential Kitchen $100,001 to $150,000

Project Cost - $138,000

CLIENT NEEDS i The client desired a kitchen that provided a better
connection with the pool in their backyard. They wanted a remodeled
space that would bring more light into the home and provide better
flow in and around the kitchen, breakfast room, screened porch and
pool. Functionally, they sought better storage and more countertop
space for preparing family dinners as well as entertaining family and
friends. Aesthetically, they envisioned clean lines, simple details and

a lot of windows.

FUNCTION i The open and bright space they desired was achieved
by expanding the opening into the kitchen from the front foyer,
eliminating the wall between the kitchen and dining room,
consolidating the kitchen and breakfast room spaces, installing a 126
opening into the screened porch with a set of four folding doors,
relocating all wall cabinets to the interior walls of the kitchen, and
installing a continuous bank of windows along the exterior wall of the
kitchen springing directly from the countertop surface. With a long
wall of full height cabinets and an expansive island, they also got the
storage and countertop space they wanted. The aesthetics were
achieved using custom Alder cabinets with Shaker style doors,
incorporating Thermador stainless steel appliances, and finishing it

CHALLENGES i With 8dceilings, long expanses of windows and
doors, ceiling height cabinetry wrapping three sides of the space,
and a desire for clean and simple lines, we knew that the
tolerances were tight. What we did not discover until after
demolition is that the ceiling height varied by 2 | 6within the
kitchen. To maximize window height, we also had limited space
for a header across the 166span of glazing. To address the ceiling
issue, we made an assortment of adjustments in the floor, ceiling
and trim out to make it i d i s a papderatainoconsistent reveal
lines throughout the space. On the window wall, we engineered a
steel framing solution, which is hidden within the narrow gaps
between the windows. Upon completion, it is difficult to find any

sign of the challenges presented by the original construction.

INNOVATIVE MATERIALS and CONSTRUCTION - With the

countertop serving as the sill for the bank of windows along the
back wall of the kitchen, precise placement was critical. To create
the opening, we also needed to minimize the header height. To
achieve the proper alignment of the windows and countertop, we
delayed window installation until after cabinets were in place. To
minimize the header height, custom fabricated steel supports are
sandwiched between each pair of windows. Everything was
trimmed out to retain consistent reveal lines throughout the entire

space. The finished product is as precise as it is stunning.
